In December 2020, we have published our latest 
progress report: 

• We achieved our traceability targets for direct 
sourcing in the SCF priority municipalities 

• We committed to set and achieve traceability 
target for our indirect sourcing 

• We provided progress on engaging over 120 
producers through landscape pilots and 
partnerships 

• We committed to develop a common 
methodology to monitor and report on 
deforestation free soy in the Cerrado

• We re-affirmed commitment to engage across the 
value chain to co-develop and test solutions 

In February 2019, the SCF has committed to report on progress every 6 months, in a process of disclosure based on
